ARTICLE I
NAME
This organization will operate as the recognized Board of Advisors (BOA) for the Delta Nu Chapter of Tau Kappa Epsilon (TKE) International Fraternity located at Northwest Missouri State University (NWMSU) in Maryville, Missouri.  The BOA hereby assumes all rights and responsibilities as outlined in the Black Book and International Bylaws of TKE.  

Definition of names:

Active Chapter shall denote the collegiate members of Delta Nu.

Chapter shall denote all combined committees, members, officers and organizations of Delta Nu.

Delta Nu Housing Corporation shall denote the house corporation committees, members, and officers of Delta Nu.

Delta Nu Alumni Associations (DNAA) shall denote the committees, members, officers, and Alumni of Delta Nu.

ARTICLE II
MISSION
The BOA shall constitute the governing body of the Delta Nu Chapter at Northwest Missouri State University and all its subsidiaries, including the Delta Nu Alumni Association, and the Delta Nu Housing Corporation.  The BOA is to function and administer all other responsibilities as the Board of Advisors under the directive of the TKE Black Book section titled “International Bylaws and Traditions” of Tau Kappa Epsilon Fraternity, Chapter XIII The Board of Advisors and Chapter Corporation, page 28.

ARTICLE III
PURPOSE
The purpose of the BOA shall be:

1) The overall supreme governing body of the Delta Nu Chapter (Active Chapter), Delta Nu Alumni Association (Alumni), Delta Nu Housing Corporation (Housing), and all of their operations.

2) To oversee the daily operations of the Active Chapter.

3) To supervise the finances and property of the Delta Nu Chapter.

4) To ensure the integrity of the Chapter is maintained.

5) To ensure the policies, programs and procedures adopted by the Active Chapter are maintained.

6) To ensure that Active members are in good standing with the Chapter, the University, TKE International Fraternity and the Maryville, Missouri community.

7) To assist in the coordination of the activities of the BOA, the Delta Nu Housing Corporation, the Property Committee, the Chapter Advisor, the Faculty Advisor, the Delta Nu Alumni Association and the Active Chapter.

8) To provide for scholastic, educational and managerial opportunities to the Active Chapter and its members by establishing a Delta Nu Chapter Scholarship fund and program for "Success" for all eligible active members found to be in good financial and moral standing with the Chapter.

9) To ensure the continuation of the BOA and the existence for the Delta Nu Chapter at Northwest Missouri State University in Maryville, Missouri.

10) The BOA retains the authority to remove any jeweled officer with or without cause, by a simple majority vote. If the BOA removes a jeweled officer, replacement shall be made in accordance with current voting policies of the Chapter. If the BOA removes the Chapter Prytanis the Chapter Epiprytanis shall assume the responsibilities of the Prytanis until the next general election or special election. If the Board removes all jeweled officers from office, the Chairman of the BOA is empowered to call a special meeting of the Chapter for purposes of electing new officers. In the event the Chapter cannot elect a Prytanis, the BOA shall appoint a Chapter Prytanis, who will then appoint members to the remaining vacant jeweled officer positions.

11) The Chairman, or the BOA members as a whole, retain the authority to veto, by simple majority, any actions, policies, or programs taken by the Active Executive Board or the Chapter as a whole. In the event the BOA has vetoed any action taken by the Active Executive Board or the Chapter as a whole, any Active member with the written concurrence of a majority of the Chapter, of which a quorum of the Chapter must be present, may petition the BOA in writing for a review of its decision. The Chairman will submit this at the next regularly schedule BOA meeting, or may call a special meeting to consider the appeal. The member who made the motion for reconsideration must be present to submit his reasons why the BOA should reconsider its veto. The appealed reconsideration vote of the BOA is final.

ARTICLE IV
MEMBERSHIP
The BOA shall consist of (10) voting members, unless otherwise expanded by unanimous (100%) passing vote by the current BOA members. 

The ideal board member is:

· An alumni of Delta Nu

· A person that is successful, respectful and willing to ACTIVELY pursue the goals set forth by the BOA.  
· A person who can motivate and inspire individuals and groups.
Members of the BOA shall be of worthy character in society and will strive to make a positive impact on the fraternity. All BOA members are to uphold the local and international rules of TKE, BOA Bylaws, and University policies.  All BOA members are to follow and support all local, state, and national laws, and be truthful and forthright in their dealings with fellow BOA members and the Chapter.
SECTION 1. Terms of Office

All BOA members will serve for two academic years (two terms), or any time period as agreed to by the BOA. There are no limits on the number of terms a Board member may serve.

Elections for new Board members will be held in February or at any date as agreed to by the BOA.
To fill an open position on the BOA, it will take a unanimous (100%) passing vote of the already elected BOA members to secure the fulfillment of an open position.

SECTION 2. Vacancies

If a vacant position occurs, a new member will be voted upon and will assume the position until the next election.
In the event of a vacancy in any other office, the Board Officers shall then elect a replacement at their next regular meeting. 

SECTION 3. Nominations

Nomination to the BOA may be made by a current member of the BOA and/or may be nominated by the Delta Nu Chapter.  A simple majority vote of the active chapter is required for approval.  The nominees must be of worthy character in society and should strive to make a positive impact on the fraternity.

ARTICLE V
POSITIONS
The Board of Advisors shall match key positions equal to the Active Chapter Executive Board.  This will ensure that Active Executive officers have an equal mentoring Alumnus available for their respective office.  The Board of Advisors shall include members the Active Chapter.  The Board of Advisors shall also include committee chairpersons necessary to perform daily operations of the Chapter.

Ex-Officio (Non-Voting) Positions

3. Faculty Advisor should be a Delta Nu Alumnus or he may be a TKE Alumnus from another TKE Chapter.  He must be a full-time faculty or staff member of Northwest Missouri State University - NWMSU

7. Active Chapter House Manager
SECTION 1. Duties and Powers of Members

Duties of the President:
· He must be a Delta Nu alumnus and should be familiar with the activities and life of the Active Chapter members.

· He shall have regular email or verbal correspondence with the Active Chapter President.  He will provide advice, guidance, and moral support to this Executive Board officer.

· He shall be the executive officer of the Board and shall preside at all meetings of the Board, and direct all functions of the Board.

· He shall be allowed to attend all meetings, rituals and social functions of the Active Chapter, and shall have no voting privileges in any Active Chapter meetings.

· He shall monitor the daily operations of the Active Chapter via email or verbal correspondence with the Active Chapter President, the Chapter Advisor and the Faculty Advisor.

· He shall be the official representative of the BOA to NWMSU, TKE International, and the general public or he shall designate another BOA member to represent him.

· It shall be his duty to advise other BOA members of their duties and to be kept informed of their performance and follow-up with the Active Chapter Executive Board officers.

· He shall organize BOA committees as deemed necessary to operate the Chapter and oversee the operations of those committees.
· He shall develop and plan 3-year long-term goals for the Chapter.  This will ensure consistency, continuity and longevity for the Chapter.
Duties of the Vice-President:

· He must be a Delta Nu alumnus.
· He will be knowledgeable of the TKE and Chapter risk management guidelines and be ready to answer any questions regarding the same.

· He shall be the official spokesperson for the Chapter for any risk management issues or advise the Chapter Advisor with the appropriate protocol to manage the situation.

· He shall have regular email or verbal correspondence with the Active Chapter Vice-Presidents.  He will provide advice, guidance, and moral support to these Executive Board officers.

· He shall assist in recruiting BOA members and follow appropriate procedures to remove those who do not fulfill their responsibilities.

· He shall monitor Active Chapter Bylaws, policies, programs and standards.  
· He shall review all contractual documentation with the BOA, the Chapter Corporation, and the Active Chapter Executive Board members before the Chapter enters into any business, construction or real estate contracts.

· He maintains and revises BOA Bylaws and provides copies of the same to all members.

· He shall assume the powers and duties of the President in his absence or inability to serve.
Duties of the Recording Secretary:

· He must be a Delta Nu alumnus.
· He shall have regular email or verbal correspondence with the Active Chapter Secretary.  He will provide advice, guidance, and moral support to this Executive Board officer.

· He shall keep proper written minutes of all meetings of the BOA including the Active Chapter and the Delta Nu Housing Corporation in a permanent record book and shall distribute copies of all minutes within two weeks to all BOA members.  He will forward meeting minutes to the Chapter Webmaster for posting on the Chapter website.

· He shall communicate the BOA’s activities to the Chapter through distribution list emails or regular mailings.

· He shall file all paperwork with TKE National Fraternity as appropriate.

· He shall maintain accurate contact data, status criteria, email and mailing information for all members of the Chapter.  He will provide the same data to any member of the Chapter.

Duties of the Cooresponding Secretary:
· He must be a Delta Nu alumnus.

· He corresponds via email or US postal service sending condolences to all alumni and active members on the passing of a family member.

Duties of the Treasurer:

· He must be a Delta Nu alumnus.
· He shall have regular email or verbal correspondence with the Active Chapter Treasurer.  He will provide advice, guidance, and moral support to this Executive Board officer.

· He shall oversee the financial accounts of the BOA, Delta Nu Chapter (Active Chapter), Delta Nu Alumni Association (Alumni), Delta Nu Housing Corporation (Housing), and all of their operations.

· He shall oversee the daily financial management of the Chapter and conduct quarterly audits.  The Delta Nu Housing Corporation Treasurer shall be the main recipient of all utility bills, bank statements, and other financial documents for the Chapter and pay these regular operating expenses.  Any capital expenditure (other than emergency repairs) must be presented to the BOA Treasurer and approved by the BOA and the Chapter Corporation.

· He shall ensure all Corporate Status filings, maintains listings and records of all contracts and legal documents, and maintains security of these documents.
· He shall also be on the Chapter’s Checking and Savings accounts to allow withdrawal of funds.

· He shall work with the Delta Nu Alumni Association Treasurer to secure funds as needed to facilitate the operations of the Alumni Association and the BOA. 

· He shall review and approve all necessary paperwork for Delta Nu Housing Corporation loans, taxes, insurance, etc. that are required for the operation of the Chapter.

· He shall approve and monitor any collection of any past debt that is owed by a member from the Active Chapter or Alumni.

· He shall receive and disburse all funds of the BOA and sign checks in the name of, and on behalf of, the BOA.  He shall keep complete records of the financial condition of the Chapter.
· He shall work with the Active Chapter to develop and present to the BOA an annual operating budget.  The BOA must approve this budget by vote within the first calendar month of the school year and review this operating budget quarterly.
Duties of the Historian

· He must be a Delta Nu alumnus.
· He shall be responsible to maintain all communications with the alumni groups including the BOA, Delta Nu Chapter (Active Chapter), Delta Nu Alumni Association (Alumni), Delta Nu Housing Corporation (Housing).  He shall be responsible to maintain and update alumni communications on the active chapter website.

· He shall act as a mentor to the active chapter Histor.

Duties of the Property Manager
· He may or may not be a TKE.

· He shall perform monthly inspections of the house property and provide a written report to the BOA of his findings.
· He shall work with active chapter house manager to make sure the TKE house property is kept in good condition, including but not limited to:

· Damages both accidental and intentional.
· Checking in members that will be living in the house and documenting the condition of the room prior to moving in and upon moving out of the house.
· Handle all "emergencies" related to the property (e.g., insurance damage)

· Attend Chapter meetings to discuss issues related to the property. If the property manager is not a TKE alumnus, then they must not be present at any part of the meeting that does not involve the property.

· More duties may be assigned by the BOA as necessary.
Duties of the Philanthropic Chairman

· He must be a Delta Nu Alumnus.

Duties of the Capital Improvements Chairman
· He must be a Delta Nu Alumnus.

Duties of the Social Chairman
· He must be a Delta Nu Alumnus.

Duties of the Delta Nu Alumni Associations (DNAA) President:

· He must be a Delta Nu Alumnus.

· He shall have regular email or verbal correspondence with the BOA President.

· He shall appoint or hold nominations and elections to maintain voting members for the DNAA.

· He shall oversee the operations and run meetings of their DNAA.

· He shall be the liaison with the Board of Advisors.  He solely has voting privileges at BOA meetings.

· He shall be the DNAA’s official representative to TKE Leadership sponsored activities or shall appoint a delegate in his absence. 

· He shall write a letter for every issue of the Delta Nu Review annually printed Alumni newsletter.

Duties of the Chapter Advisor:
· He may or may not be a TKE alumnus, although this is preferred.
· The Chapter must select a responsible adult to assist the Active Chapter’s Executive board officers and the Active Chapter members in an advisory capacity in the formulation of policy, programs, academics, and financial matters.

· He shall attend at minimum one (1) regular Chapter meeting and one (1) ritual meeting (only if he is a TKE alumnus).  He may attend any social functions of the Active Chapter including Rush and University sponsored events.

· He shall have regular email or verbal correspondence with the BOA President.

· He will be available to provide advice, guidance, and moral support to any member of the Active Chapter.

· He shall not have any voting privilege at any Active Chapter meetings.

· In accordance with the bylaws of the TKE International Fraternity; he is required to attend at least one Active Chapter meeting per month.  In the event of a scheduling conflict he must secure a BOA member to attend the Active Chapter meeting in his absence.  If he failures to secure an Alumnus to represent him, and he is absent on two consecutive Active Chapter meetings; he shall be asked to forfeit his position.
· In order to ensure that the integrity of the fraternity is maintained and to ensure that the members of the fraternity are acting appropriately as Tau Kappa Epsilon Members, and that they are abiding by the policies and procedures adopted by the Chapter, all BOA members shall not pay any monetary funds to attend any social functions of the Chapter, except for the Chapter’s Homecoming and Red Carnation Ball events or any Alumni Association sponsored events.
· The Active Chapter must approve and vote on the Chapter Advisor.  Then the Board of Advisors must approve and vote on the Chapter Advisor.  Upon approval by the BOA the Chapter Advisor becomes a voting member of the Board of Advisors and will be expected to attend all BOA meetings.
Duties of the Faculty Advisor:
· He may or may not be a TKE.

· The Chapter must select a responsible adult to assist the Active Chapter’s Executive board officers and the Active Chapter members in an advisory capacity in the formulation of policy, programs, academics, and financial matters.

· The person nominated must be a full time faculty or staff member of Northwest Missouri State University.

· He shall have regular email or verbal correspondence with the BOA President.

· He will be available to provide advice, guidance, and moral support to any member of the Active Chapter.

· He shall not have any voting privilege at any Active Chapter meetings.

· He shall attend at minimum one (1) regular/ritual Chapter meeting per month.  He may attend any social functions of the Active Chapter including Rush and University sponsored events.  In the event of a scheduling conflict he must secure a BOA member to attend the Active Chapter meeting in his absence.  If he failures to secure an Alumnus to represent him, and he is absent on two consecutive Active Chapter meetings; he shall be asked to forfeit his position.

· The Faculty Advisor shall be allowed to attend all Chapter meetings, rituals (only if he is a TKE alumnus) and social functions of the Active Chapter.  The Faculty Advisor is expected to attend all meetings requested by the Chapter President or the BOA.

· In order to ensure that the integrity of the fraternity is maintained and to ensure that the members of the fraternity are acting appropriately as Tau Kappa Epsilon Members, and that they are abiding by the policies and procedures adopted by the Chapter, all BOA members shall not pay any monetary funds to attend any social functions of the Chapter, except for the Chapter’s Homecoming and Red Carnation Ball events or any Alumni Association sponsored events.

· The Active Chapter must approve and vote on the Faculty Advisor.  Then the Board of Advisors must approve and vote on the Faculty Advisor.  Upon approval by the BOA the Faculty Advisor becomes a voting member of the Board of Advisors and will be expected to attend all BOA meetings.
ARTICLE VI
VOTING
Five (5) BOA members present shall constitute a quorum for a meeting.

Each BOA member is entitled to one vote on all matters and all matters shall take a simple majority for a passing vote. Exception of this simple majority vote will be made in the case of expanding the positions on the Board and voting on a potential Board member(s), in which case, will take a unanimous (100%) passing vote of the already elected BOA members to secure. 

Any activities, nominations, motions, or proposals to be presented to BOA members by members outside the BOA must be submitted via email or US postal service one week before any scheduled BOA meeting.  Voting on motions, elections to office and all other voting activities of BOA shall be open. Absentee voting shall be permitted via email or US postal service in order to facilitate all opinions on all matters before the BOA.
SECTION 1. Ex-Officio (non-voting) Members
Ex-officio BOA members shall include:

· Alumni Association President
· Chapter Advisor

· Faculty Advisor

· Active Chapter President

· Active Chapter Treasurer

· Active Chapter House manager

· All other invited guest members from the Active Chapter, Alumni Association, University, or TKE Grand Chapter Province leaders.  All are welcome to attend and shall not have any voting privilege at BOA meetings.

Ex-officio members may participate in discussions at the discretion of the BOA President.
ARTICLE VII
MEETINGS
SECTION 1. Regular Meetings
The BOA shall have meetings arranged in conjunction with Delta Nu Alumni Association sponsored events through the academic calendar year.
SECTION 2. Special Meetings
The BOA President may call special meetings at his discretion or by a majority of the members.  Every attempt shall be exercised to provide at least 48-hours advance notice.
SECTION 3. Quorum
Five (5) BOA Members present shall constitute a quorum.
SECTION 4. Attendance
BOA members are required to attend at least three-quarters (3/4) of the regularly scheduled meetings to be in good standing. Members should contact the President of planned absences. Members missing more than 50% of meetings, with the exception of President approved absences, shall automatically be removed from the Board. 

The Active Chapter’s President and Treasurer and other guests are ex-officio members of the BOA who shall attend to report on Active Chapter activities or provide a written report for each regularly scheduled meeting.  Additional non-BOA members including those from the Active Chapter, Alumni Association, or any concerned Alumni or TKE International representative may attend any BOA meeting.

Every attempt shall be made to provide BOA members the opportunity to attend via conference call, net meeting or any other appropriate technology that facilitates their involvement.
SECTION 5. Order of Business
All BOA meetings – excluding special meetings as designated by the President – shall use the following official order of business:

1. Call to order

2. Roll Call

3. Reading and approval of minutes from the previous meeting 

4. Report from the Chapter President regarding: Rush/Membership, Status with the University and Community, Fundraising Activities, and other general operations

5. Report from the Chapter Treasurer regarding: Finance/Collections, Current Chapter Contracts, Past Debt, etc. 

6. Report from the Chapter Advisor

7. Report from the Chapter Faculty Advisor

8. Report from the Alumni Association President

9. Report from the Officers and Committees of the BOA

10. Report from the President of the BOA

11. Old business issues

12. New business

13. Announcements

14. Adjournment
15. In accordance with the TKE Black Book, Bylaws, CHAPTER XIII: The Board of Advisors and Chapter Corporation:
SEC. 4. Motions by Members of Chapter - Any member of the said Chapter may present written motions or resolutions for the consideration of the BOA, or any matter within its jurisdiction, which, if seconded in writing by another member, shall thereupon be discussed and voted upon in the same manner as if offered by a member of the BOA.

SEC. 5. Appeals. Any Chapter may, by majority vote, appeal to the Chief Executive Officer from any decision or action by the BOA, with further right of appeal from his decision to the Grand Prytanis.

SEC. 13. General Supervision. The BOA shall have general supervision over all phases of Chapter operations and the finances of the Chapter; shall approve budgets hereinbefore provided; shall prevent incurring of unnecessary or unwise expenditures or indebtedness, or penalties to the Fraternity; shall require the prompt collection by the Chapter of all monies due it or due or the International Fraternity, and assist therein, and shall require all Chapter accounts to be kept and reports made on the forms and at the times required by law, or by the Chief Executive Officer. The BOA must confer with the officers of the chapter concerning the execution of the aforesaid duties.

ARTICLE VIII

Duties, Powers, and Responsibilities of the BOA

Taken from the Official TKE Black Book
The following is taken directly from the 2001 Edition of the TKE Black Book section titled “International Constitution” of Tau Kappa Epsilon Fraternity, Article XIV Chapter House Property, page 16  [Establishment of the Chapter Corporation]

SECTION 1. Title.  The title to all real and personal property for the use of collegiate chapters shall be held by not-for-profit corporations (hereinafter called “Delta Nu Housing Corporation”), organized by the Board of Advisors, which Corporation shall be subject to the obligations imposed upon it by the Constitution and Bylaws of the Fraternity.

Sec 2. Chapter Finances. The finances of the collegiate chapters shall be supervised by the Board of Advisors.

Sec. 3. Chapter Corporations. No charter shall hereafter be granted unless or until the petitioning body shall have organized a Chapter Corporation, and any existing chartered chapter not having a Chapter Corporation is hereby required to form such corporation.

Sec. 4. Corporation Directors. The Board of Directors of the Chapter Corporation shall be composed at least five (5) directors. Only members of the Board of Advisors shall be eligible to serve as directors.

The following is taken directly from the 2001 Edition of the TKE Black Book section titled “International Bylaws and Traditions” of Tau Kappa Epsilon Fraternity, Chapter XIII The Board of Advisors and Chapter Corporation, page 28.

SECTION 1. How Constituted.  The activities of each collegiate chapter shall be supervised by a Board of Advisors consisting of the Chapter Advisor, the Chapter Prytanis, the Chapter Crysophylos, and at least four other persons, the majority of whom should be alumni or honorary members of the International Fraternity, who shall be elected, unless otherwise provided in the Board’s Bylaws or Articles of Incorporation, in the first instance by the charter members of said chapter after charter installation, for terms expiring, respectively, in one, two, three and four years from the date of said election, and until the respective successors are elected, the length of their respective terms to be determined by lot. Each person, by accepting a position, or continuing hereafter as a member of a Board of Advisors, agrees to conform his actions, and that of the Board so as at all times to be in compliance with the Articles of Incorporation, Constitution, Bylaws, laws, traditions, usages, obligations, and principles of the Fraternity and to set by example the standard of conduct for collegiate and non-members to emulate. The successors of such members so chosen shall be elected by the said Board for a term of four years, and until their successor's area elected, and all vacancies except as hereinafter provided shall be filled by the members of said Board. The Executive Vice President [from TKE International Headquarters) shall have power to remove from office at his discretion, for violation of the Articles of Incorporation, Constitution, Bylaws, laws, traditions, usages, obligations, principles, or ritual of the Fraternity or other good cause, any member or members of a Board of Advisors, and may fill by appointment all vacancies thereby created.
SEC. 2. Officers. The Board shall annually choose a President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer, which latter two officers may be combined in one person if desired. The members shall hold office until their successors are elected and shall not lose their right to vote by reason of holding office.

SEC. 3. Liability Insurance. The Board shall maintain comprehensive general liability insurance under which the chapter corporation and the chapter or the colony corporation and the colony, as the case may be, shall be named insureds, which shall include host liquor liability coverage, provided the same is reasonably available. In the event that for any reason no Board of Advisors exists, then the obligations to maintain the insurance herein required shall be on the officers of the chapter corporation, the chapter, the colony corporation and the colony, as the case may be.

SEC. 4. Motions by Members of the Chapter. Any member of the said chapter may present written motions or resolutions for the con​sideration of the Board on any matter within its jurisdiction, which, if seconded in writing by another member, shall thereupon be discussed and voted upon in the same manner as if offered by a member of the Board.

SEC. 5. Appeals. Any chapter may, by majority vote, appeal to the Executive Vice President [from TKE International Headquarters] from any deci​sion or action by the Board of Advisors, with further right of appeal from his decision to the Grand Prytanis.

SEC. 6. Sinking Fund. Whenever any chapter shall be or become indebted for other than current expenses, it shall be the duty of the Chapter Corporation to establish a sinking fund for the retirement of such debt, and to require said chapter to pay monthly to the Treasurer of the Chapter Corporation a sum sufficient for said sinking fund, and also to cover its taxes, insurance and a reasonable depreciation on its property, the amount of which shall also be fixed by the Chapter Corporation.

SEC. 7. Powers and Duties. Whenever property shall be held for the use of any chapter, the Chapter Corporation shall have the power to require repairs, insurance, and the payment of taxes, special assessments, mechanics' liens, judgments and all other matters necessary for the protection and preservation of such property. No encumbrance or conveyance of such real estate shall be made without its consent. It shall have power to prohibit any act or omission, which may waste or damage the said property.

SEC. 8. Title to Property. The title to all real and personal property of the several collegiate chapters shall vest in and be held by the Chapter Corporation for such collegiate chapters.

SEC. 9. Chattel Mortgages, Etc. Chattel mortgages, conditional sales contracts and any other contract granting a security interest in property used by any collegiate chapter shall be executed only by the proper officers of the Chapter Corporation, when authorized by a proper resolution of the Board of Directors [Executive Officers of the Chapter Corporation].
SEC. 10. Control and Disposition of Personal Property on Loss of Charter. In the event that the charter of any collegiate chapter shall be withdrawn or surrendered, the control and custody of the personal property held by or for the use of such chapter shall devolve upon the Chapter Corporation, and it shall dispose of the same as directed by the Grand Council. All monies and the proceeds of sale of such personal property of said chapter shall be held by the Fraternity to the credit of said chapter, as directed by the Grand Council.

SEC. 11. Authority of Grand Council. The Grand Council shall have authority over the real estate and personal property held by the Chapter Corporation, Boards of Advisors and chapters to prevent its being diverted from its proper use as Fraternity property and to prevent the carrying on of any practices contrary to the Constitution, Bylaws, laws, ritual or principles of the International Fraternity.

SEC. 12. Disposition of Real Estate on Loss of Charter. In the event that the charter of any chapter shall be withdrawn or surrendered, the title to any real estate shall be held for the alumni members of said chapter, for a period of two years; the Grand Prytanis shall, immediately upon the withdrawal or surrender of the charter of such chapter, appoint a committee of alumni members of such chapter, which committee shall take steps to restore a chapter at said school and in the event the same shall be restored, said real estate shall thereafter be held for it. If, at the expiration of the two years, such chapter shall not have been restored, the local Board of Advisors or the Chapter Corporation shall sell the real estate. After the payment or provision for payment of all legally enforceable obligations of the owner of the real estate, the remaining proceeds of any sale of real estate shall be promptly transferred to the Fraternity (unless otherwise determined by the Grand Council) and held by the Fraternity to the credit of said chapter regardless of the time of such sale and regardless of whether title was held by the chapter, Chapter Corporation or Board of Advisors.

SEC. 13. General Supervision. The Board of Advisors shall have general supervision over all phases of chapter operations and the finances of the chapter; shall approve budgets hereinbefore provided; shall prevent incurring of unnecessary or unwise expenditures or indebtedness, or penalties to the Fraternity; shall require the prompt collection by the chapter of all monies due it or due the Chapter Corporation or the International Fraternity, and assist therein, and shall require all chapter accounts to be kept and reports made on the forms and at the times required by law, or by the Executive Vice President. The Board of Advisors and the Directors of the Chapter Corporation must confer with the officers of the chapter concerning the execution of the aforesaid duties.

SEC. 14. Business Manager. The Board of Advisors of, and the Chapter Corporation for, each chapter may annually employ a Business Manager of the chapter who may, but need not be, a member of a Board of Advisors and fix his compensation at such reasonable sum as maybe agreed upon. The Business Manager shall supervise the work of the Crysophylos, make a monthly audit of his books; collect all bills of members for board, room rent, dues, fees, and other obligations to the International Fraternity, the Chapter Corporation and the chapter which are not paid when due, supervise the purchase of all supplies and the payment of all accounts payable of the chapter and the Chapter Corporation. He shall keep such books of account as may be necessary and make such reports to the Board of Advisors and the Chapter Corporation and to the International Fraternity as may from time to time be required. All or any of such duties of a Business Manager may be performed by an officer or employee of the college or university at which the chapter is located, as required or designated by said college or university.

SEC. 15. Other Employees. All contracts for services of housemothers, housekeepers, cooks, stewards, and all other persons who may be employed by or in the services of any collegiate chapter shall be made and the compensation and duties of such person or persons fixed by the respective Boards of Advisors and Chapter Corporation, either directly or through the Business Manager.

SEC. 16. Annual Reports. The Board of Advisors and the said Chapter Corporation shall file an annual report with the chapter; the Secretary of the Board of Advisors, the Secretary of the Chapter Corporation and the International Fraternity. The report shall be on forms supplied by the International Fraternity and shall include information as may be deemed necessary by the Grand Council from time to time. The annual report shall be filed no later than May 15 of each year. Additionally, a financial report and a copy of the Chapter and/or Chapter Corporation Internal Revenue Service Form 990 shall be filed with the Offices of the Grand Chapter by November 15 of each year.

SEC. 17. Board of Advisors. The rights and duties imposed by these Bylaws on the Chapter Corporation shall be exercised by the Board of Advisors if a Chapter Corporation has not been organized by such Board of Advisors. If a Chapter Corporation has been organized, the Board of Advisors may nevertheless exercise the rights and duties imposed by these Bylaws on the Chapter Corporation to the extent necessary or appropriate under applicable state law, and the Board of Advisors shall exercise such rights and duties to the extent the Chapter Corporation fails to do so.

ARTICLE IX

Duties, Powers, and Responsibilities of the BOA

Passed by the Delta Nu Chapter Board of Advisors
SECTION 1. Removal of Chapter Officer(s)
The BOA retains the authority to remove any jeweled officer with or without cause, by a simple majority vote. If the Board removes a jeweled officer, replacement shall be made in accordance with current voting policies of the Delta Nu Chapter. If the BOA removes the Chapter Prytanis the Chapter Epi-prytanis shall assume the responsibilities of the Prytanis until the next general election or special election. If the Board removes all jeweled officers from office, the President of the Board is empowered to call a special meeting of the Delta Nu Chapter for purposes of electing new officers. In the event the chapter cannot elect a Prytanis, the BOA shall appoint a Chapter Prytanis, who will then appoint members to the remaining vacant jeweled officer positions. 

SEC. 2. Overriding vote of Chapter decisions
The President, or the BOA members as a whole, retain the authority to veto, by simple majority, any actions, policies, or programs taken by the Active Chapter.  In the event the BOA has vetoed any action taken by the Active Executive board or the Active Chapter as a whole, any Active member with the written concurrence of a majority of the Active Chapter, of which a quorum of the Active Chapter must be present, may petition the BOA in writing for a review of its decision.  The President will submit this at the next regularly schedule BOA meeting, or may call a special meeting to consider the appeal.  The member who made the motion for reconsideration must be present to submit his reasons why the BOA should reconsider its veto.  The appealed reconsideration vote of the BOA is final.

ARTICLE X Amendments

Amendment to these Bylaws will take a simple majority for a passing vote of the members of this Board.  All members must be notified of the proposed amendment(s) at the previous scheduled Board meeting, prior to the next scheduled meeting, at which time the amendment shall be voted on.
ARTICLE X Ratification

In conformity with the International Constitution and Bylaws of Tau Kappa Epsilon, we, the members of the Board of Advisors of Delta Nu Chapter, for the purposes therein set forth, do adopt these Bylaws.
